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PROBLEMS 

We’ve heard that case managers and outreach folk:

▪ Are overburdened, need more support, smaller caseloads, and want an opportunity for connection;

▪ Experience stress, burnout, and lack of professional development;

▪ Have difficulty accessing or navigating support systems, and referral processes are either difficult to 
figure out or not there;

▪ And there is a shortage of workforce that represent the populations of color in Oregon.

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SOLUTIONS: HOUSING/EARLY 
CHILDHOOD 

• Expand system navigators and coordinators to assist professionals and families in understanding available 
supports for families with young children; 

• Explore grouping supportive services together in a single location as a one-stop shop, like affordable child 
care next door to a pediatrician taking Oregon Health Plan; 

• Build more family-friendly affordable housing that also has a child care facility in the complex;
